Unlike January and February 2014, we had no great blanket of 
snow at the Vegetable Garden this year. However, we have

the garden stops for both of these.  As the farmers would say:

spent vegetables, wheat straw we used to protect the plants in 
November and December, and working on the beds for spring 
plantings.  We planted onions, radishes and turnips several

rutabagas, carrots, collards, potatoes and cabbage.   The gar-
den plan has been done for the year, using a three-year crop 
rotation plan.  We work (when the weather permits) on Tues-
days at 2:00, so come join us.   
 
Work has begun at the Greenhouse, with a good crew arriving 
the first day to wash the many pots we need for our plants.  
Because of the weather, many of the plants we need have not 
yet shown themselves.  We did dig and pot yellow flag iris, 
Louisiana iris, and white iris.  We are working on Mondays at 
1:00, and we can always use a hand.  If you have anything 
showing in your beds, bring it along.   
 
The Penny McHenry Hydrangea Festival planning is coming 
along nicely.  If you have not already volunteered to create a
